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Criminal Background Check

1. All Coaches, Head Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Referee’s must fill out a Criminal Background Check Application before being considered to coach a team.

2. Only the Coaching Director, President, or Vice President of GMSA may take the forms to the applicable background check office and pick them up.

3. If anything shows up on the Criminal Background Check, the following procedures will be implemented;

a. The GMSA Coaching Director will call the individual to set up a meeting immediately.

b. The Coaching Director will meet with the individual to discuss the findings within two (2) days.

c. The individual will have no contact with a team until after the above meeting.

d. Each incident on the Background Check will be reviewed by the GMSA Board and the following could apply;

1. Simple Battery, where the victim is a minor. (Immediate Dismissal)

2. Aggravated Battery, where the victim is a minor. (Immediate Dismissal)

3. Cruelty to children. (Immediate Dismissal)

4. Contributing to the delinquency of a minor. (Immediate Dismissal)

5. Any Sexual Offense. (Immediate Dismissal)

6. Violation of any controlled substance act. (Felony in the last 10 years = Immediate Dismissal) (Misdemeanor in the last 5 years = 1 year probation)

7. Alcohol related violations. (DUI in the last year = Immediate Dismissal) (DUI - 13 Months to 5 Years = Probation for 1 year)

8. Murder or Felony Murder. (Immediate Dismissal)

9. Criminal attempts to commit any above named offenses. (Felony in the last 5 years, except #7 = Immediate Dismissal) (Misdemeanor = 1 Year Probation)

10. Crimes involving Family Violence. (Immediate Dismissal)

11. Any Felony not listed above. (Within the last 5 years = Immediate Dismissal) (Later than 5 years = Probation)

12. Any other crime that bears upon fitness to have responsibility for the safety and well being of children. (Misdemeanors within the last 5 years = 1 Year Probation) (Felony within the last 10 years = Immediate Dismissal)

4. The GMSA Coaching Director (if necessary the GMSA Board ) shall review the results of all Background Checks and shall, in their discretion, determine the applicants eligibility and suitability to participate in the GMSA Soccer Program.

5. APPEAL PROCESS:

A. All persons whose applications are denied shall have the right, upon written request within ten (10) days of being denied, to review GCIC and NCIC records that form the basis for their denial. All written requests for these records must be sent first class U.S. Mail, Return Receipt Requested, Addressed to the Coaching Director for GMSA.

B. As part of the appeal process set out in this paragraph (A), the applicant shall have the right to’

1. Obtain a copy of their Background Check Report; and

2. Challenge the accuracy and completeness fo any information contained in any such report

3. Request a hearing before the GMSA Board pursuant to a request for reconsideration of denial of the application.
